In case of transfer of ownership of horse or
pony, the point keeper must be notified and accumulated points will be transferred, providing the new owner is a
member of the NYSSHA. For equitation and showmanship awards, the exhibitor (rider, driver or handler in the ring)
must belong to the NYSSHA. For performance and in hand, the owner must belong to the NYSSHA.

POINT REQUIREMENTS: Nominee must attend 2 shows and show under 2 different judges per category to be eligible for any awards.
If there is a tie - it will be broken by the number of blues awarded,; if still tied, by the number of reds; if still tied by the number yellows
and so on until the tie is broken.
