RULES AND REGULATIONS: PLEASE READ CAREFULLY

You may enter show grounds any time after 5:00 pm on Saturday, June 5, 2010
No refunds will be issued due to failure to follow or understand rules. Pre—entered classes must

be scratched two classes before start of class OR you will be charged for the class.
1. Please refer to the NYSSHA rulebook regarding eligibility in the Lead line, 11 & under W/T/J, W/
T/] classes being offered at this show. It is the entrant’ s responsibility to know these rules

and enter the correct classes.

2. Health Paperwork: All horses on the show grounds must have legible, current (2009-2010) coggins
and (2010) rabies certificate available for inspection.

3. NYSSHA rules will be observed. Rulebooks will be available at the entry booth for inspection, or
visit: www. NYSSHA. org for complete rules.

IMORTANT: Contestants entering the ring with the incorrect number
will not be under Judge’ s consideration

4. The show committee reserves the right to change, move, add or cancel classes as warranted.

5. Classes must be paid for as entered or blank check left at the entry booth. Pre—paid stall fees
will be refunded only if a request in writing and a veterinary certificate are received by 6/14/10.
Pre—entry special fees will be retained as an office fee.

6. Trail classes will be held over an outside course with a separate judge during a set time frame,
which will be announced. Exhibitors will be responsible for completing the course within the set
amount of time or they will forfeit their entry fee.

7. ALL DOGS on the show grounds must be leashed at all times. If a dog is found to be unleashed,
the owner and dog may be asked to leave the show grounds. For safety purposes, dogs should not be
near the show ring or gate areas. Owners of aggressive or nuisance dogs will be asked to remove
them from the show grounds. No entry fees will be refunded.

*Stalls: Any stall that ‘s used for any length of time will be charged a $15 stall fee.

A  “PAID STALL “ card must be displayed on all occupied stalls or you will be charged a
$15 stall fee.

Stalls will be assigned by show secretary and anyone occupying an unassigned stall will be
required to promptly remove bedding and clean stall.

*Campers: Any trailer / camper or anyone hooking up to electric will be charged a $25 camper fee.
A1l PAID campers will be issued a “PAID CAMPER” card which must be displayed in window of
camper / trailer.
